* File to convert FROM — Place the file to convert FROM here
* Settings to convert that file with — Place all the .vhub settings files here
* Save to location — Optional if you want to save the finished conversions somewhere else
* Make it so — The magic go button, was going to have “Make it so number one” but that made a huge button

There are clickly bits on the “Place file to convert here” and “Save To...” for choose file dialog boxes if you don’t
want to be dragging things around.

That one is easy, go into Visualhub and set it up with all the settings you want and then take your mouse on a walk
over to the advanced settings and click on “Save settings...” then choose a place to save it (giving a decent name
helps as well not just settings1.vhub or settings.vhub it gets confusing when you have more than one of the
